WRITING FOCUS 
Our writing focus for this half term is 

remembering to write in full sentences which 
always begin with a capital letter and end 

with a full stop. We are also encouraging the 
children to say their sentence aloud and 
then write it. The children are encouraged to 

use their phonic knowledge when they are 
unsure about a spelling of a word. The 

children will also learn what a ‘verb’ and a 
‘noun’ are.

KEY MATHS SKILLS 
In Maths this half term, we will be focussing on the 

following skills: 

• Recapping on how to read and write 

numbers from 1-20.  

• Concentrating on the place value of different 
numbers.  

• Looking at how many tens and units are in a 

range of numbers.  

• Focussing on ‘partitioning’ 2 digit numbers in 

different ways.  

• Looking at comparing numbers using the 
vocabulary ‘more than’,‘less than’ and 

‘equal to’.  

• Using our place value knowledge to add and 

subtract 1 and 2 digit numbers.  

• Recapping on our knowledge of fractions 
and what they are.  

 

 

KEY KNOWLEDGE 
By the end of this half term, we would like children to 

know what landmarks there are in their local area. 
The children need to understand what the terms 

‘physical’ and ‘human’ features mean. We would 

also like them to be able to use a map correctly, 
identify different objects using a key and recognise 

different symbols on a map. They also need to be 

able to use the north, south, west and east when 
discussing landmarks.
